If you believe in Heaven, you have to try
to get there. If you believe in Hell, you
have to try not to get there. It's how
these things work - If you believe that
after death there’s one of those two
choices and no other option, you need to
make the choice.
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Then again if you don’t believe in
God, or in grace, or in Heaven or
Hell, then you will live as if there are
none of these. Like the man who
believed that a diving board was a
bridge, you'd keep walking.

So when it comes down to it, yes faith
is manifested by our works. But the
opposite is also true: our works are a
manifestation of our faith or lack
thereof.
