Maybe it has been inspired by the 
Publican in the Gospel today. Perhaps, 
however, it might be inspired by the cool 
kids at the back of the school bus.  

And it’s not an uncommon thing for the 
priest to invite people to come forward 
and fill the front pews. When that 
happens (incidentally it never happens at 
a Latin Mass), people feel awkward and 
embarrassed and it is nothing like the 
parable of the feast: “Friend, come up 
higher!” 

Be it that you sit in the front, be it that 
you sit in the back, or be it that you sit 
in the middle, it’s a good thing that you 
come frequently enough to have your 
seat of preference.  

Some people choose a pew because it 
is near a statue they like to venerate, 
or a Station of the Cross that they like 
to meditate on during Mass.

It begs the question: Why do I sit in 
the pew that I’m sitting in?  

Besides the answer of it being the 
only one available because I was late, 
there could be a variety of answers to 
that question.

I s i t i n s o me way 
narcissistic? If you have a good 
reason for the pew you sit in, then 
even sitting in a pew could be a way 
to increase the ex opere operantis 
grace that you may receive at Mass.

Note: there will be NO 7:00 PM Mass at St. Victor’s that day, 
even though it is Tuesday.

Angeles are four: Assumption (August 15th), All Saints 
(November 1st), the Immaculate Conception (December 8th) and 
Christmas (December 25th).  While those who attend the Latin 
Mass strive to keep all the traditional Holy Days holy, these four 
bind under pain of mortal sin, because they are enforced by 
ecclesiastical law.
