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3. O Christ, peace-bringing Prince, subject rebellious souls to Thy rule,

and in Thy love lead back to the one fold those who have strayed from it.

4. This is why, with arms outstretched, Thou didst hang, bleeding, on the cross; this is why

Thou didst lay bare Thy Heart burning with love,

and pierced with a cruel spear.
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5. This is why Thou art hidden on our altars under the form of bread and wine,
and pour out on Thy children from Thy pierced side the grace of salvation.
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
