ada vez que el calendario nos trae, inexorable, esta fecha 
del 31 de diciembre, no pueden menos que preocupar al 
hombre pensador, y más todavía al fiel cristiano, estos tres 

graves pensamientos: 

el tiempo pasa, 
la muerte se acerca, 
la eternidad nos espera. 

Efectivamente: 

a. El tiempo pasa. 

El presente año ha pasado como un soplo, y como él pasarán todos 
los que nos restan vivir, sean pocos, sean muchos; sean felices, sean 
desgraciados. 

¿Qué se ha hecho de las penas y de los dolores? ¿qué de las alegrías 
locas y de los placeres de este año transcurridos? 

Ni las penas ni las alegrías pasadas pueden ya volver. De ellas sólo 
queda el mérito de haber sufrido o gozado con conciencia pura y 
con alteza de miras, o, al revés, la responsabilidad de haberlo 
perdido todo por falta de espíritu cristiano. 

El tiempo pasa para todos, este año ha pasado para todos, nadie ha 
podido detener el reloj. ¡Cómo hubiese deseado el gozador de la 
vida, el pecador disoluto, que no hubiesen pasado sus horas de 
placer, sus días y sus noches de miel! Sin embargo pasaron para no 
volver. 

Ha pasado este año corriendo, volando; pero no ha pasado en vano. 
Muchos desearían que hubiese pasado sin dejar huella, como el 
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Tres pensamientos al fin del año
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vuelo del pájaro; que lo pasado, como dicen, quedará pisado, mas 
no es así. Todo el pasado queda sujeto al juicio de Dios. 

b. La muerte se acerca. 

La muerte galopa y se acerca de día en día para cada uno. A 
muchos, a innumerables, los ha alcanzado en este último año, y 
los ha alcanzado sorpresivamente. A muchos que hemos conocido 
sanos y alegres, en pocos minutos, o en pocas horas o en breves 
días, los hemos visto desaparecer. 
Ni la edad, ni el bienestar, ni la dignidad, ni la ciencia, ni el vicio, 
ni la virtud respeta la muerte inexorable. Todos tenemos nuestro 
día señalado, como lo tuvieron los que nos han precedido este 
mismo año y los años anteriores. Desaparecieron en un abrir y 
cerrar de ojos, y de muchos de ellos no queda ni el recuerdo. 

¡Tanto afán por vivir, para vivir tan poco y tan tristemente! ¡Tanto 
cuidarse del cuerpo y del vestido y del negocio y de la honra, para 
perderlo todo tan presto y tan sin remedio! ¡Tanto alardear de las 
riquezas, de la hermosura, de las simpatías, de la influencia, para 
quedar de súbito reducido a un cajón de podredumbre! 

c. La eternidad nos espera. 

Nada sería que el tiempo pasase y que la muerte se acercara, si con 
ello todo se acabara. Mas no es así. Al morir, el hombre no muere 
del todo: perece la materia, pero el espíritu perdura. El cuerpo 
vuelve al polvo del sepulcro, de donde brotó; pero el alma 
retorna a Dios, que la creó. 

Todo lo que aquí es pasajero, todo fenece; sólo el alma sobrevive 
en este general cataclismo. Por eso el hombre, aunque muere, no 
muere para siempre, sólo cambia de vida: de la vida temporal pasa a 
la eterna, del tiempo a la eternidad. 

¡La eternidad! ¡Qué realidad terrible! Muchos la niegan porque 
les convendría que no existiese; así sus vicios no tendrían ninguna 
sanción ultraterrena.

Nada fuera que la eternidad existiese, si esta fuese para todos 
bienaventurada y feliz. Pero no es así. Hay dos eternidades: la 
eternidad del cielo, para premio, y la eternidad del infierno, para 
castigo. Hay, pues, un premio eterno y un castigo eterno. Así lo ha 
dispuesto Dios, y nada ni nadie podrán hacer que no sea así. 

Si, pues, te espera una eternidad feliz ¡oh cristiano!, después de los 
sufrimientos de esta breve vida, ¿Por qué no la soportas con 
resignación y con una santa esperanza? Y si a ti también te espera 
la eternidad, pero una eternidad desgraciada, ¡oh pecador y 
gozador de la vida!, ¿por qué prefieres un placer sucio y fugaz a 
una eterna dicha?

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here are many different furnishings and objects in a Catholic 
church that we expect to see and that help us raise our prayers 
to God. One is the Holy Water font at the door of the church, 

which we use to bless ourselves and by doing so we wash away any 
venial sin so that we can enter the presence of God with perfectly 
clean souls. Another is the Stations of the Cross, which we have had 
made for St. Vitus and will be installing very soon.  
Another small furnishing is the votive candle stand. We have finally 
placed a small votive candle stand in front of the manger, and that 
stand will remain there once the manger is taken down as the votive 
candle stand for Our Lady. A second votive candle stand will be 
placed in front of the statue of St. Vitus which is currently being 
made.  
Candles burn. This burning, similar to the cut flowers on the altar or 
the burning of incense, is a sacrifice. As the wax burns it evaporates 
and will never be used again. They are being consumed for God. And 
their sacrifice, like all worthy sacrifices of the Old and New 
Testaments reflect the sacrifice of the Mass.  
So in this way the candle becomes an extension or expression of our 
prayer. Oftentimes we want to pray a long time but cannot - however 
we can light a candle, offer that candle to Our Lady (or whichever 
Saint) for our intention, and then go about our day and the candle 
remains, raising our prayer to God.  

Usually we give an offering for the candle. We are actually not buying 
the candle, since these are blessed. We are offering money in a similar 
way as we do when we offer a stipend for a Mass - we are sacrificing a 
tiny bit of our money to unite it to our prayer. This tiny bit of money, 
incidentally, goes toward paying for that little candle - but that’s 
not the point. It all fits together: our money is sacrificed for the 
candle, and the candle is sacrificed to offer our prayer long after we 
leave, and they both reflect in some small way the Holy Sacrifice of 
the Mass.  
So Votive Candles seem like a small thing. Actually, they are quite 
special! 
A little tidbit: We have arranged the candles from tallest to smallest. Those    
 in the center burn for 24 hours. The next ring is ten hours, The next  
 will burn for five hours and the outer ring two hours.

T



ach part of the world has different Christmas customs and many 
families have different christmas customs. In Madeira, for example, 
they have the custom of “stealing” one figurine from a neighbor’s 

nativity scene and putting it in their own, only one, each year. You can’t 
steal your figurine back, you have to steal one of theirs! 

This first Christmas at St. Vitus we are introducing the: 

~ St. Vitus Christmas Custom ~ 
Each year, each person can bring one (just one) figurine (lamb, ox, 
shepherd, etc). You write your name on the bottom of the figurine 
with permanent marker and you leave it at the outside Nativity Set. 
At the end of the Christmas Season on February 2nd, these figurines 
will get a special blessing and then you take it home and you can use 
it in your family Nativity Set at your home next year. That piece 
will be special since it spent last christmas at the church!  

Please look at the size of the main figures of the Nativity Set and 
make sure that your figurine is proportionate! Not too gigantic and 
not too tiny!  

You may bring your figurine and place it at the Nativity Set anytime. 
Please leave it there until February 2nd though, when they will all 
be blessed.  

Disclaimer: You have to be willing to take the risk that the figurine 
may be damaged, or possibly stolen. Please keep that in mind when 
you are planning on participating!
