y now, thanks to blogs and word 
of mouth or thanks to your good 
C a t h o l i c f o r m a t i o n , y o u 

probably know that you should not 
fast or do your lenten penance on 
Sunday.  
This is proper only to the Latin Rite, 
the Eastern Rites continue the fast 
until the 40 days are over.  
The reason for this is because Sunday 
is the day on which we commemorate 
the resurrection of Our Lord, just as 
we commemorate His suffering and 
crucifixion each Friday. Thus, just as 
we do penance (preferably giving up 
meat) on every single Friday of the 
year, so also every single Sunday is a 
day of joy. This, incidentally, goes 
both ways: if you live your life not 
doing penances on Friday, don’t go 
partying on Sunday! 
While it is not a day of penance, 
certain penances of Lent just need to 
be maintained on Sunday. For example, 
if you were to give up your emails 
during Lent, checking them on 
Sunday would mean nothing more 
than catching up after the week. 
However, if you give up chocolate, 
enjoying the substance on Sunday 
would renew the difficulty on the 
following day. Maybe you have 
multiple things that you have 
offered up for Lent - some you may 
rest from on Sunday and some you may 
c o n t i n u e , d e p e n d i n g o n yo u r 
judgement - whatever is most 
appropriate.
